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ST. LOUIS MARIE GRIGNION DE MONTFORT

St. Louis Marie Grignion De Montfort was born on the 31st January 1673
in a small village, Montfort, in Britanny in Western France. His father was
nobleman and a lawyer, but the large family was poor as 17th century France
was passing through a grave crisis, economic as well as social. The wars among
European countries had depleted the national treasury. Poverty and disease
became endemic. Added to this 95% of the population was illiterate. The French
Revolution which was to come almost a century later was already brewing.

It was in the atmosphere, charged with tension that St. Louis de Montfortian
founded the ‘Brothers to impart education to an illiterate France. Not many
were willing to follow this stern, austere and maverick Saint. When he died on
the 28th April 1716, there were only five brothers. When the revolution broke
out in the 1790s Montfortian institutions were only a handful and limited to
Western France. The French Revolution wiped out the royalty and established a
secular state, but there was anarchy until Napoleon came to rescue France and
conquered almost the whole of Europe. In 1821, When the Brothers met, they
were only a handful and were discouraged. They decided to launch outside
France to Belgium, Switzerland and Italy. In 1886, they crossed the Atlantic and
established institutions in Canada.

The Montfort saga in India began when on the 11th of September 1903,
three Montfortian French Brothers landed in the French colony of Pondicherry.
There was still no Montfortian Institution in India. It was in the next year, 1904,
that the first Montfortian Institution was started at Tindivanam, now in Tamilnadu.
This was a technical institution. It is still in existence and flourishing. It was not
until the end of the First World War that the first English medium school, Montfort
School, was started on the Shevroy Hills in Yercaud.

From 1918 to 2007, Montfortian Institutions grew in India from one to
nearly a 165 and are now spread over 18 states and Union Territories, literally
from North to South and East to West.

The Montfortian Institutions are spread over forty two countries, from
Canada, Columba and Peru to Fiji and the Tonga Islands in the Pacific.

St. Louis De Montfort was an extremely versatile man. He was a
philosopher, writer, poet, musician, artist, sculptor, choreographer, builder and
social reformer. The Montfortian philosophy is therefore one of totality, globality
and universality-terms which are very relevant in today’s world which is in a
state of flux. The Montfortian system, therefore aims at ‘total education’- the
development of body, mind and spirit so that Montfortian student can have
‘fullness’ in life and be a useful citizen to the country, a faithful and loving person
to his family and friends and fulfilled and contented human being.

May we be imbued by the Montfortian spirit and may we be successful
Montfortians.

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PROSPECTUS

Introduction

Montfort Inter College (formerly known as MBIC) was established in
July 1959. It is under the management of the Society of The Montfort
Brothers of St. Gabriel which conducts educational institutions all over
the world. The College runs classes from VI to the Intermediate level
and prepares students for the High School and Intermediate
examinations of U.P Board through English Medium.

The institution is established by the Catholic Church and is meant
primarily for Catholics, but is open to others also irrespective of
religion, caste or community. It is a Minority Institution.

ADMISSIONS

At the commencement of every academic year, as of now, fresh students
are admitted into the school in VI E/M and pass-out from Montfort
School in class VI. The candidates for admission are required to bring
along with them their mark sheet and TRANSFER CERTIFICATE issued
by the previous school attended. Date of birth once registered
will not be altered. Admission will be made to the extent seats are
available on the basis of an interview and the competitive test. No
private candidate will be allowed for the entrance examination.

The school year is form July to May and is divided into three terms.
The total number of working days will not be less than 220.

The school management, acting through the Principal will request

the withdrawal of a student who fails for two consecutive years in the
same class.

The students who come without the prescribed
uniform will be sent back home. In an unavoidable circumstance, the
parents/guardian should send the information through this handbook.

SCHOOL FEES

This is an unaided Minority Institution and does not receive any financial
help from government or any other agency and the only income of the

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school is the fees realised from the students. Hence it becomes necessary
to increase the fees from time to time depending upon the increase in the
salary of teachers, increase in the cost of maintenance, addition and
upgradation of facilities.

Total fees of the year are realised in four installments. Caution money
of Rs. 500/- is to be deposited by every student once at the time of
admission as security against damages that may be caused by a student.
This amount will be refunded when he leaves the school if there are no
levies by way of damages against him.

The Scholar fund, Terms fees include expenses on examinations,
games & sports, library, maintenance, electricity, water etc.

The school fees should be deposited with Syndicate Bank,
Mahanagar Branch, C 1039/40, Mahanagar, Lko. (Opp. Carmel
School, Mahanagar). All fees will be collected at the bank’s counter
from Monday to Friday between 10.00 a.m. to 2.00 p.m. No fee
collection will be made in the college premises. Payment in cheques
shall be in the name of “Montfort Inter College”, Lucknow.

The whole fees will be realised in four installments.

The last date for payment of fees will be as follows :-

First Term (for students on Roll) May 15
Second August 15
Third November 15
Fourth January 15

Those who fail to deposit the fees within the stipulated period
will be fined Rs. 20/- per term. If the fee for any installments is not
deposited after one month from the due date, the name of the scholar
can be removed from the College Rolls without any notice and he may
be readmitted with the fine and readmission fee Rs. 150/- . Dishonoured
cheques will attract a fine of Rs. 80/-.

In case the last date for deposits happens to be a holiday for the
bank, the next working day will be considered as the last day for the
fee deposits. The Board Examination groups of students should clear
all dues before obtaining clearance slip or according to the intimation
given otherwise.

RULES CONCERNING LEAVE AND ABSENCE

No one who is late or has been absent will be admitted to the
class without the permission of the Vice-Principal /Principal or
the teacher in charge.

Leave is not granted except on prior written application from
parents/guardians, which can be done through this Handbook.
However in unforeseen circumstances leave may be granted within two
days from the day of absence.

The pupils who absent themselves without leave shall produce a
note from parents in the Diary before being admitted into the class
with the permission of the principal.

Application for leave should reach the principal before the morning
assembly the same day. Application for leave should be entered in the
Diary in the space provided for the same. Foreseen leave of absence
should be applied for and obtained beforehand. Absence for more than
3 days, medical leaves and leaves during test/exams shall have to be
specially sanctioned by the principal either before or during the period
of absence itself.

Once the child comes to the school he will not be allowed to leave
the school before the school gets over. Hence request for half day
leave, short leave etc, will not be entertained.

All are expected to attend the classes on the last working day before
the start of the vacations and also the opening day after the vacations.

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The student returning to school after suffering from an infectious or
contagious disease should produce a medical certificate permitting him
to do so.

Those absent without leave will be fined at the rate of
Rs. 25/- per day at the end of the same month.

Leave will not be granted for absence from school prior
to a Test/Examination.

SECOND / DUPLICATE DIARY

It is observed that a few students have the tendency to misplace their
diary, whenever there are few remarks in their diary. The school
normally does not issue a second/duplicate diary. However, the school
may issue a second/duplicate diary if the case is genuine.

In order to procure a second diary, the student is required to get an
application from the parent, which is to be counter-signed by the
Class-teacher and the Principal / Vice Principal. The cost of second
diary is Rs. 150.00

TEST, EXAMINATION AND PROMOTIONS

The syllabus prescribed by the Education Department, Govt. of U.P
is followed in High School & Intermediate classes. The subjects taught
in the school are English, Hindi, Sanskrit, Mathematics, Science,
Biology, History, Civics, Geography, Computer Science, Physical
Training, Art & G.K., EVS, Moral Science, NCC, Scouts, Music, Dance,
Sports and Games.

In order to assess the progress of each student in the various
subjects, the entire academic year will be divided into two semesters.

A student , who fails twice in the same class, will not be permitted
to continue studies in the school.

Special arrangement for examinations cannot be made

for pupils who, for any reason, are absent from any of the
tests or examinations. Answer papers of the annual examination
will not be made available to the parents.

Absence/leave in an assessment or test will be treated as having
received no marks in it. Leaves from examinations, in no case,
will be sanctioned more than once.

The result of all the test and examinations are communicated to the
parents by means of the Progress Report. They are requested to
sign and return the progress report to the school within
three days. For returning these without the parents’ signature or
with forged signature or tampering with the marks or any such
undesirable behaviour, students are liable to be punished even with
expulsion from the school.

Any student found resorting to unfair means and
receiving and giving assistance in any form during tests/
Examination will be given zero in the subject and a
warning letter. Repetition of the same will result in dis-
missal.

Promotions are decided at the end of the academic year.
Promotion is granted on the basis of the marks obtained in all the
examinations. The result declared at the end of the year are final. The
minimum pass mark in each subject will be 40 percent.

In order to qualify for promotion, every student must have not less
than 90 percent attendance of the whole year exclusive of any leave
that may have been duly sanctioned. X, XI & XII class students are
required to pass in theory and practicals separately.

The following will be the criteria for admission for our students to
class XI :-

@ Unobjectionable Conduct and Behaviour.
(ii) Outstanding performance in games & sports.
(iii)  Record of Regularity at college.

Any student who fails in class IX, X, XI or XII can be asked to leave
the institution.
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CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE

Admission to Montfort School implies on the part of pupil
and parents willingness to comply with the requirements, rules
and regulations of the school. They are as follows :

I. SCHOOL UNIFORM
i)  All students must come to school clean and tidy.

ii) On class days and school functions, the student must wear
the uniform prescribed for the season failing which they may be
excluded from the class or even sent home. However in
exceptional circumstances a student unable to wear complete
uniform would be allowed to attend the school provided a request is
made by the parent through this Handbook.

iii) All the photographs to be used for school purpose or to
be attested by the school should be taken with the school
uniform (preferably winter uniform).

II. SCHOOL PROPERTY AND BELONGINGS :

i) Care must be taken of the school property. Students must not
scratch or spoil the furniture, write on the walls or in anyway
damage what is provided for their use.

ii) Students are responsible for the safe custody of their books
and belongings. It is not advisable for students to bring/exchange
valuables or money.

iii) Video games, transistors, radio and tape recorders, mobile phones,
gold chains etc are not allowed in the school. If they do so it will
be confiscated.

iv) No arrangements will be made to send tiffin boxes or any other
articles to the students during working hours if brought by parents,
servants etc.
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II. REGULARITY, ATTENDANCE & GENERAL DEPARTMENT :

i) Students must reach the school at least five minutes before
the time fixed for morning school assembly. No one may leave the
school premises during school hours without the Principal’s/
Vice Principal’s permission.

ii) Students are not allowed to be absent on the closing day/
reopening day, or whenever there is a school function.

iii) Students are responsible to the school authorities for their conduct
both in and outside the school. Shouting, whistling using abusive
language, running in the school building, insulting or throwing
things at one another is strictly forbidden.

iv)  Students are also strictly forbidden to bring objectional literature
in the school or to purchase any article of food from unauthorized
dealers at or near the school premises.

v) Students are also strictly forbidden to bring crackers or
any sort of firearms to school. Serious actions to the
nature of dismissal may be taken if found in posses
sion of the same.

vi) Irregular attendance, habitual idleness, neglect of home work,
disobedience and disrespect towards the members of the staff or
bad moral influence will lead to the dismissal.

vii) Students are not allowed to distribute leaflets, invitation cards
or any sort of advertisement material without the permission
of the principal.

viii) The students are requested to reach back home as early as
possible after the school hours. They are strictly forbidden to stay
back in the neighbouring market places.

ix) The names of those children who do not turn up within
three days of the opening in April and July will be
automatically removed from the rolls. If any student
remains absent for more than six days consecutively
without leave duly sanctioned, his name will be struck

off the rolls. His re-admission will be at the discretion
of the principal.

On the last working day of each month, the school will get over
one period earlier than it would otherwise.

Any student , who fails twice in the same class, or a student who
has been given special warning will not continue his studies in
the school.

No request for change of name or of date of birth will be enter
tained.

No noise should be made while going up or coming down the
stairs. They should maintain strict silence while moving from
one class room to another.

Strict Silence must be kept in Science laboratories and in the
library.

No equipment or chemicals except the ones provided for the
practicals, should be handled by the students.

Students are not allowed to take any chemical or equipment
without the permission of the lab master.

Habitual neglect of studies, immorality, vulgar language,
stealing, causing damage to the school property, insubordination,
resorting to mal-practice in the examination, writing on walls,
spitting on the walls are sufficient reasons for immediate
dismissal from the college.

It is compulsory for all students to bring the college Diary to
the class daily. The Diary is not transferable nor can it be
carelessly left unguarded for unauthorized individuals to make
wrong use of it.

Request for excuse in case of not coming in uniform, late
attendance, leave etc are not automatically granted. It is left to
discretion of the Principal. In no case can a student be allowed
to attend class if he does not come in the uniform.
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xx) The students are expected to use the computers at their
disposal with care. They are not allowed to misuse or tamper
with the parts of the computers or steal things from the
computer laboratory. A student can be dismissed for any
such unauthorised activity.

PRIVATE TUITION

The school authorities do not allow the practice of private tuition.
However, if the parents feel the necessity, they should give an application
to the principal stating the subject in which he needs coaching.
Sanction will be granted in writing. In the Interest of the students,
tuition from college’s own staff members should be avoided to the
extent possible. If at any time found that a student has private
unauthorised tuitions from the college staff, it will be dealt
with seriously; he may even be suspended from the
college.

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THE CYCLE SHED FACILITY

All the cycles should be kept locked in the cycle stand. Rs. 20/- per
month will be charged per cycle from each student for 10 months only.
The total amount of Rs. 200/- will be collected in the college office in
one instalment latest by 15-07-2011. This collection will be made
during interval from April to15th of the July.

(For regular users, a token form is attached at the end of this
Handbook). For scooters, Moped etc, the charge will be Rs. 400/-
provided they have a special permission to use such from the principal.
The parent shall have to contact the Principal personally for such
permission. Students are not allowed to use number lock ring chain
lock. If cycle are kept unlocked, the owner of such cycles will be fined
@Rs. 50/- whenever detected. Further, the users should possess their
token with them for any surprise check by College Authorities.

On loss of brand new 60% and on old and used cycles only 30%
will be compensated, if lost during school time on school days,
provided it was kept locked. Within 15 minutes after the school gets
over, the cycle stand would be left unguarded. If any cycle is lost after
this time limit, the school will not be responsible. Such loss/damage to
cycles/vehicles should also be reported within the same 15 minutes.

IV. EXAMINATIONS

Any student found resorting to unfair means and receiving and
giving assistance in any form during Tests/Examinations will be given
zero in the subject and a warning letter. Repetition of the same will
result in dismissal.

V. INSTRUCTIONS TO THE PARENTS

i) Parents are not allowed to see their children or interview the
teachers during school hours except with the prior permission of
the Principal/Vice Principal. Parents are free to meet any teacher
taking an appointment through the Handbook.

Parents and guardians are not allowed to visit their wards or their
teacher in classrooms.

Parents are requested to keep in touch with the school authorities
regarding the progress of their children. They are particularly
requested to call for and check their progress report, which is
issued after every cycle of tests.

Letters are not to be sent to the students at the school address.

The school reserves to itself the right to dismiss students whose
diligence or progress in studies is steadily unsatisfactory or whose
conduct is harmful; to other students or whose guardians show
little interest in the progress of their wards. Immorality, grave
insubor dination, contempt of authority or wilful damage to prop
erty is always a sufficient reason for immediate dismissal.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF CLASS MONITORS

Special attention shall be paid by class teachers in choosing
suitable monitors. Names shall be submitted to the Principal
at the beginning of each year.

Monitors must be as far as possible exemplary in conduct and
industrious in studies.

They must be able to command respect in the class.

They are employed for all assistance in the class,
e.g. maintaining discipline, collecting or distributing books,
attending to cleanliness and neatness of the class room, bringing
chart, maps, reporting to concerned authorities about various
needs of the class.

They must rub off writing on the black board immediately
after each period.

The monitor will write each day on the black board the date and
the number of students present out of the total in the class.

The monitors will be responsible for all happenings in the class
during the absence of the teacher.

The monitor is made to realize that to be monitor is a special
privilege and honour. To betray the trust and confidence
reposed in him is to commit a most degrading act.

It is imperative on all monitors to report to the principal, the
teacher-incharge or the class teacher any breach of discipline
noticed even during the recess.

In the event of teacher being absent, they must inform the
school office or Vice Principal within the first five minutes
from the commencement of the period.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF SCHOOL LEADERS

They should ensure that everyone carries out his duties in a
responsible and impartial manner.

They should command the school in discipline at prayer
assemblies every morning and all school gatherings.

They should be constantly alert, observant and sensitive to the
needs of the school and act promptly after consulting and
getting orders from the Principal.

They should show exemplary behaviour with head held high,
providing a shining example of leadership, trust, courtesy, love
and progress.

They should play an active role in organizing Annual functions,
Inter class and inter school activities.

They should bring to the notice of teachers minor day to day
problems of students like fights, misunderstandings, injuries,
damage to school property, missing articles etc.
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TO PARENTS

Though a school can do a lot for a child, it cannot do everything.
The home is the place where he gets his first education and training in
citizenship. It is the chief place where his character is formed and
developed. School education indeed promotes the growth of
personality and helps to discover and develop the qualities that are in
the children. In order to secure all that is best in the education of your
child, maximum, co-operation between parents and the school
authorities is necessary.

The task of helping our children to become good citizen is done
better through a kind of partnership between the school and the parents.

The school desires to have your co-operation and close contact
with the teachers of your children in order to develop an atmosphere that is
conducive to better and more effective education. This
handbook is one of the links which bridges the home and the school. It
will be an effective medium for parent-teacher contact.

We earnestly request the parents to look into this Handbook
everyday and see to it that the lesson and homework assigned for the
next day are completed. The child should be encouraged to cultivate
habitual cleanliness in all his work. The teacher will communicate
with you through this Handbook. Your prompt attention to those
communications is very essential.

Absence of your child from class for attending social functions is
discouraged because it retards the child’s progress and minimizes his
interest in regular hardwork. It is essential that the school should be
informed when the child is detained at home.

Children who are ill should not be sent to school to attend class
or to take test, as the chances are that they will spoil both their health
and studies. In case of illness, application for leave must reach the
school without delay.

Children should do their home-work by themselves. They should
not be helped in it by parents or by tutors unless they really need it. It is
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important that the children develop a habit of studying and
working their own.

Criticism of a teacher should be avoided in the
presence of the child because it undermines his respect for
the teachers and the school. Should you have a legitimate
complaint, please meet the Principal.

As your child advances in age, guide him to become a
resourceful and useful member of the home, society and the country.
Encourage self-help for work and study. He should be taught to keep
his room tidy, make his own bed, polish his own shoes, carry his own
bag etc. The formation of such habits early in life inculcates in him the
idea of dignity of work, which is a fundamental personal virtue
necessary for a successful career in life.

You are requested to pay special attention to the personal
cleanliness of your child. Kindly see that the child attends the school in
proper prescribed uniform.

STUDY CONDITION

Avoid all distractions : Do not let your mind wander or be
distracted from what you are doing. For this, select a quiet place.

Keep ready all the materials you might require close at
hand so that you do not waste time and energy looking for it.

Study under proper light, for poor light tires the eyes and
you lose concentration.

Have proper ventilation, for fresh air keeps the mind alert.

MAKE A PLAN FOR STUDY

Keep in mind what you have to study, how much you
have to study and time you have. Have a balance between
leisure and study. Organize a time-table in such a way that you
have fun and sufficient time for study. “All work and no play
makes jack a dull boy”. Fun is essential because an exhausted
mind cannot absorb what you study.

Decide when to study and what to study. Make a weekly
timetable. It is better to have a short frequent period for each
subject than long hours for one. Start with interesting easy
lesson/topics and then go on to difficult ones unless they are
interconnected.

Pay total attention to what you are studying, You will
absorb more and understand better.
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4. Do not study when you are tired, Relax with something
light for a short while and come to studies. But do not confuse
it with laziness and tiredness.

5. Understand the material you have to learn as a whole.

6. Re-learn and revise previous lesson frequently. If you
have learnt mathematical formula or grammar rules practice
their use, for Practice makes it perfect.

7. Do not try to learn everything by heart. Read the
chapter carefully, understand the ideas and write the essential points.

8. Do notlearn notes but get the most important points
and put them down in order under headings and
subheadings.

9. During the weekend, set aside something to go over
the week’s work concentrating on points you had not
grasped.

Regularity and concentration are the key words of
success.
